A personal &perience

by Brian Tustian

In pre -war Midlands a Dillon was the smallest, sometimes very tiny, piglet of a
litter. There was often only one, usually a little female, but sometimes in a huge
litter of maybe 18, there would be several. It involved a lot of time and care to keep
them all alive. The females had a much higher survival rate than the males for
some reason. Perhaps, but not necessarily, they received more care and attention
because they were more valuable than the males, or more likely, because they
were females they were more determined to survive.

The first task was to make sure that they received an initial suckle fro m the
mother which was the vital colostrum, without which they would invariably die.

The next task was to make sure that they were all kept warm. Most farm houses

had a cooking range in the kitchen and the weakliest of the litter would be put in

the oven with the door open to keep them in a constant temperature. My father

would dig a hole in the manure heap to a depth where the warmth was constant,

wrap the piglet in some sacking with its nose poking out, and put it in the hole.

With some loose straw coveri ng it, but allowing enough air for it to breath, it

would be left for several hours to sleep. The transformation when the piglet was

retrieved from its snug nest was remarkable, it would have changed from a turgid,

prostrate animal, to an energetic little  bundle and would be put back with the rest

of the |itter to find its way to motherds
sow and it was very rare for a piglet to have to be returned to its nest. Being the

smallest of the litter it was inevitable  that it would be bullied and shoved out of

the way by the bigger stronger piglets. This involved some supplemental feeding of
cows®6 milk by bottle and much patience was
task, but, after the first couple of feeds with  the piglet associating the bottle with

the taste of milk, it was not long before it would come running towards us for its

bottle.

When the piglets were about 10 days old, the sow and the litter would be
allowed out into the field during the day and return  ing to the warm sty in the
evening for food. Adjustable bars were fitted across the sty so that the piglets
could have access to supplemental food, but preventing the sow from reaching it
and scoffing the lot. Our little Dillon had a small compartment all to herself and
she continued to grow although still not as big as her brothers and sisters.

When the litter was about six to eight weeks old they would be weaned off the
sow and continue to grow on supplemental f
wouldthen go off on another O6honeymoondé in t
another healthy litter in three months, three weeks and three days.

Why was all this trouble taken to keep such a tiny specimen alive? Because
the females were kept for breeding and, beca use they were tough and survived a
crisis, they did not grow into huge lazy animals, and, because they had confidence
in humans they were quiet and easy to handle. Those of us who have been
confronted by an angry sow will know that there will only be one w  inner, so, go
like hell! Being bitten by a pig once is quite enough.




A personal &perience

On one occasion, a male piglet in a chronic condition was revived by my
mother in the house. He was bottle fed every three hours or so and then four times
a day. As he was too weak to be returned to the litter, he lived with us in the
house until he was eight weeks old and during that time, not once did he make a
mess in the house. His idea of heaven was to lay with his tummy as close to the
fire as he could get and sleep for hours. Sadly, he contracted tetanus and had to be
put to sleep, leaving my Mother in  tears.
